Shortly after General Forbes captured Fort Duquesne in 1758, British soldiers began mining the
Pittsburgh Coal from Coal Hill (Now Mt. Washington) across the Monongahela River from Fort
Pitt.
Coal mining has been widespread in Western Pennsylvania and has
to be considered in any site investigation in the region. In areas of
shallow cover over old mines sinkholes are common. Trough
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Recent recognition of non-conventional surface ground behavior
induced by underground mining necessitates consideration of
possible damage to structures positioned as struts across valleys.
